  On-Deck Baseball Home Run Derby

Just a note to thank Ian for this out of this world GEM of a game. This game is so much fun, and I have decided to attempt to add to your enjoyment of it.

Welcome to Home Run Havoc, Dinger Derby, Big Fly Bonanza, Park Parade, Way Back Wallbanger, Back Back Back Blitz, Far Frenzy, Long Gone and Lost, or whatever you want to call it, JUST HAVE FUN! 

BASIC RULES

1.Just as in the wonderful game of On-Deck Baseball, you begin with a decider die roll, using a D10 die. 

What does the decider roll decide? I thought you would never ask. It decides whether or not a HR is hit. 

How does it work? Another great question. You will add the roll (1-10) to the Power factor of the player, and get a result. 

2. A result of 10 or less means NO HR (out) , and greater than 10, meaning 11-15 means HR, Dinger, Big Fly, Park, Way Back, Back Back Back, Far, Long Gone, you get the picture. The higher the number, the looooonger the HR, meaning a 14 result travels further than a 12 result. 

Example 1-Hickson has a power factor of 5. His roll on the D10 is 7. This means his result is 12, a HR. If his roll had been 4, meaning a result of 9, it would be no HR (out). 

Example 2-Raines has a power factor of 4. He rolls a 6, for a 10 result. meaning no HR (out) . 

Please note: The lower a player's power rating, the higher a roll must be for a HR to occur. 

3. Grab 2, or more, players and have fun. 

4. Scoring is simple, as you just roll for each player until 10 outs are recorded per round. Player with the most HR advances to the next round, and slate is wiped clean. 

That is really all there is to it, for you to be able to play a HR Derby with On-Deck Baseball.

Next, I will add some optional rules, which will add to the experience, but are by no means required to play the game.

                     Optional Rules

1. Game modes- Rather than just using the 10 outs rule in the basic HR Derby, the game can be played by using innings, which is played the same way as the baseball game. Use your imagination, and play anywhere between 3-9 innings, 3 outs per inning per player. 
A.  The game can be played with individual players, or with teams of anywhere from 2 and up, even to include full teams, just playing the HR derby. Remember, the lower the player ratings, the higher the D10 roll required to connect for a HR.
 
2. HR distances-For an alternate method of figuring HR distances, the following method is used:

For a HR with a total of 11, base distance is 350 feet, plus roll a D4+D10 to get the final distance total. The D4 number will add 10 feet, with the D10 (10 is 0) single feet. EX-total of Power number+decider die roll=11. Roll D4 and D10 together. D4 is 2, and D10 is 6. Total distance would be 376 feet. 11 (350 feet)+D4 result 2 (20 feet), and D10 is 6 (6 feet)=376.

For a total of 12=360 feet, plus roll a D6 (10 feet per number), and D10 (1 foot). 

For a total of 13=370 feet, plus roll a D8 (10 feet each number), and D10 (1 foot each). 

For a total of 14=380 feet, plus roll 2D10, the first being 10 feet per number, and the second being 1 foot per number. 

For a total of 15=390 feet, plus roll a D12v(10 feet per number), and D10 (1 foot per number). 

Remember, when rolling for distance, a 10 on a D10 is 0, rather than 10.

The distances for HR will range from 360-519 feet, depending on the above information.
